



The Arc of Maryland Legislative Update – week of March 22, 2010

Roughly 2 Weeks to Go to Adjournment on April 12 Midnight! 

Budget:

The Budget Bill for FY 2011 is moving forward with no cuts to DDA, restoration of $750,000 of a $1M cut to DHR Respite Care, and budget language requiring DDA to submit reports on the Waiting List, Transitioning Youth, Level of Care Evaluations and prohibiting DDA from removing people from the Waiting List who are receiving one service but have been found eligible for and in need of additional services. 

· The Senate Passed the budget on Tuesday. 

· The House HHR Subcommittee adopted the DDA and DHR budgets on Tuesday. The full House Appropriations Committee makes final decisions on Friday afternoon (tomorrow.) The budget will move to the House Floor next week. 

Priority Bills Supported by The Arc Are Passing:

· LISS – HB 1226 to fix interpretation problems with Low Intensity Support Services (Rolling Access) passed the House today. The Senate is expected to vote on final passage of the companion bill (SB 920) tomorrow or Saturday. 

· DD/MHA Rate Commission and Adjustment - Senate Bill passed (SB 633); House HGO Committee is anticipated to vote out the bill tomorrow (HB 1034) based on an amendment and agreement with the Administration!! The bill will likely go to the House floor on Saturday. 

· Voting Rights for People Under Guardianship – The Senate Bill passed (SB 28) but House has been caught up on discussing competency tests for voting (HB 816) and added an amendment. The House bill has passed, so a conference committee will be appointed to resolve differences. 

· Prevention – BPH A – to prevent sale of child care articles containing Bisphenol-A has passed in both Senate and House! (SB 213/HB 33)

· DD Waiting List Income Tax Check-Off – Both bills have passed in the Senate and House. (SB 318/HB 830)

· IEP Notice Bill – Senate Bill passed; House bill running into opposition. (SB 540/HB 269)

· DDA Recipient Re-Evaluations – The bills have been amended and likely to start moving next week. (SB 465/HB 900)

· Universal Design for Learning – Passed in Senate (SB 467) with amendments; no movement in House as of yet (HB 59). The amendments significantly changed the bill to a study bill only and stripped parents from the task force and instead added additional teachers. 

No vote on The Lorraine Sheehan Health and Community Services Act of 2010 (alcohol tax increase) yet. 

Two Waiting List Bills (HB 932 by Delegate Rice and HB 1283 by Delegate Taylor) were killed in HGO Committee.
